with Virginia. 
 
Supplies:  Copies of Miz Berlin Walks 
 
Visit the library to use encyclopedias, visual images, atlases, and state books.  Take 
a walk around the block in your neighborhood.  Sketch landmarks, physical 
features like streets, sidewalks, homes, trees and gardens. Compare and contrast 
your neighborhood to Mary Louise’s using the illustrations in the book and the 
reference materials of the library.  Display the maps in your classrooms.
